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CMS:XYM Airdrop Schedule, Request to Exchanges to Support Distribution, and New
COMSA Service Launch Schedule

It has been four years since the COMSA ICO. Since then the social infrastructure for the
acceptance of token culture has finally caught up and the world that COMSA was aiming for is
shaping. Tech Bureau Corp. (alias "Tech Bureau") is pleased to announce the launch of an opt-in
airdrop of CMS:XYM tokens on November 25, 2021 and novel COMSA service providing
unprecedented possibilities for our community.

Our challenge is to meet the needs of an environment marked by change and adapting to an ever
evolving ecosystem. We thank all COMSA token holders for their patience during this time.

Launch of the new COMSA and maximizing the value of CMS tokens

Since the announcement of the new COMSA policy in May 2020 Tech Bureau has focused on
consolidating our team and restructuring processes. The new COMSA service launching in 2021 will
recognize all CMS tokens from the three different chains as payment for fees and services through
2022.

The airdrop will distribute the same amount of CMS/XYM as CMS/XEM precedently owned at the time
of the snapshot to the specified SYMBOL account of your choice on an opt-in basis, maximizing the
value of the three CMS tokens in addition to the CMS:ETH and CMS:XEM tokens already issued.

In the same way that XYM on the SYMBOL chain was opt-in airdropped to XEM holders, CMS:XYM
airdrops on the SYMBOL chain to existing CMS:XEM holders should be a very natural progression.

Opting in for the airdrop requires a wallet to which CMS:XEM can be sent with a message attached,
but if you have CMS:XEM in your exchange, it will be up to the relevant exchange to distribute
CMS:XYM to its holders.

Tech Bureau is currently requesting exchanges that provide trading services for CMS:XEM to
respond to the indirect airdrop. However, not all exchanges handle airdrops on our behalf. We
strongly recommend moving the token from an exchange to your wallet before the snapshot and
then conducting the opt-in yourself, if the exchange you use does not take part in the airdrop.

For exchanges that already handle existing CMS tokens, we will actively advocate and negotiate not
only for CMS:XYM airdrops, but also for their handling, just as XYM was distributed and handled for
the benefit of XEM holders.

At the same time, we are planning to facilitate token creation while maximizing user safety. As a
first project we will be airdropping CMS:XYM tokens on the SYMBOL network as the first project of
the new COMSA. The CMS:XYM tokens can be used in the new COMSA product launch later in
this year.

Towards 2022

It is our mission to reestablish the users' potential and trust that becoming a new COMSA holder will
be beneficial in the future.

The new COMSA service aims to be a new distribution service increasing the liquidity and value of
all tokens issued by users on the service. Support of all three CMS tokens will be added through
2022.



We will incorporate not only the existing CMS:ETH and CMS:XEM, but also the air-dropped
CMS:XYM into the core of COMSA. These tokens can then be used to obtain other useful assets in
return, ensuring that the smallest output leads to the largest input and embodies Tech Bureau's
vision "Manifest Your Minimum Into Your Maximum".

Rather than simply taking advantage of the dawning of the token era, which we foresaw in our
Spring 2020 Manifesto, we will de novo be at the forefront of the token economy. We invite you to
join us in this experience.

As mentioned above, the new CMS:XYM airdrop will play a major role in the new COMSA. CMS
token holders, please don't forget to take advantage of the opt-in distribution.

Tech Bureau's Restart

Since the first light of blockchain, Tech Bureau has been anticipating the arrival of the token society

and economy. We have been involved in a variety of advanced initiatives, such as issuing collection

cards of celebrities as tokens and co-producing a TV program. Our support enabled the show to use
blockchain voting and bitcoin payments.

Five years later, the issuance of tokens has become increasingly user oriented and customer
friendly. However, using the technology without any knowledge of current or to be enacted
regulations, can bear various risks in and outside of Japan.

E.g. a common misconception: If a party issues a limited number of 100 trading cards as mere
tokens and calls it NFT, it technically would not be a NFT but simply be "fungible”. Therefore it would
be considered an electronic record of transfer rights or a crypto asset. This imposes various
liabilities to the creator and holder of these assets.

Tech Bureau is currently developing the new COMSA service to issue and distribute tokens that are
according to regulation requirements, hence do not constitute cryptographic assets or electronic
record transfer rights.

The new service will be based on the SYMBOL network with the same Catapult core as mijin 2.0,
which has been developed and invested in by Tech Bureau for more than 5 years. SYMBOL will
gradually support CMS tokens issued by our company as cryptographic assets that can be used for
versatile purposes.

These cryptographic assets include CMS tokens and XYM, which will be air-dropped on the
SYMBOL network on which the COMSA service will run. We will give top priority to the
implementation of these two assets.

Furthermore the new COMSA service will reintroduce past projects by Tech Bureau available for
the COMSA users in the new frame of SYMBOL.

We at TechBureau thank the COMSA holders for their understanding along with their patience to
this day and promise to persevere with our commitment to maximizing the value of COMSA tokens.
